Due to the County/State’s 
requirement to shelter-in-place, and the 
Veterans Memorial Building not 
allowing any events, the club’s April 
meeting was cancelled.

 Related to the current situation, the 
following information is supplied. 

Stimulus Checks: For those who have 
direct deposit for an income tax refund 
in 2018 and/or 2019, you will, most 
likely, have already or will receive the 
stimulus money via direct deposit to the 
bank account you listed on your 2018 
or 2019 income tax return. For those 
that did not receive an IRS refund in 
2018 and 2019, those checks may come 
starting late April and throughout May. 
It is our understanding that if you 
receive monthly Social Security 
payments, the stimulus money should 
be deposited into the same bank 
account as your monthly Social 
Security check. 

Driver License Renewals: If your 
driver’s license has expired or needs to 
be renewed during this shelter-in-place 
time, the following applies: All non-
commercial drivers licenses that expire 
between March 1 and May 31, 2020 for 
people under the age of 70, will have an 
automatic extension to May 31, 2021.

Have you completed your 
2020 Census form yet? 

 
 

Many of us have already completed the 2020 Census yet. Information shows that about 54% 
of the population of Sonoma County has completed the census form which means many have 
not yet done that.  Please ask your family and friends throughout California if they have 
completed their census form.  Some backup information for those who think it does not 
matter, or he/she/they do not want personal information in the public domain: 

 The US Census Bureau is required by law to protect any personal information it collects 
and keep it confidential. The bureau is bound by Title 13 of the US Code. 

 The Bureau employees are sworn to protect confidentiality. Anyone who violates this law 
will face severe penalties, including a federal prison sentence of up  to 5 years, a fine of up 
to $250,000, or both. 

 Answers cannot be used for law enforcement purposes or to determine personal eligibility 
for government benefits. Personal information cannot be used against respondents for 
the purposes of immigration enforcement. 

 All people living in the US are required by law to be counted in the 2020 Census. 

 By the same law, the Census Bureau can only use your responses to produce statistics. 
Your answers are kept completely  confidential. 

 If you don’t have computer/internet service, you can complete the census by mail or phone. 
The phone number is 844-330-2020. 

 Responding to the 2020 Census is quick and easy; takes 10 minutes on average. 

Information related to not completing the census and what that means to California: 

 According to the CA Dept. of Finance, an undercount of people living in California means 
that our state will lose $1,000 per person per year for the next 10 years in funding for 
critical programs and services. If one million residents of California do not complete the 
census, this means California will lose $1,000 x 1 million per year for 10 ten years.  

 It’s about fair representation: Every 10 years the results of the Census are used to 
reapportion the House of Representatives determining how many seats each state gets. 

 Its about redistricting: After each decade’s Census, state officials redraw the boundaries of 
the congressional and state legislative districts in their states to account for population 
shifts.   
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Evictions Halted: Three orders  -  Governor’s Executive Order, California Judicial Council,, 
and the County of Sonoma  -  are in place in Santa Rosa to protect renters from eviction. Each 
of these orders is different and has varied implications, but the state Judicial Council order, in 
particular, protects tenants and home owners from evictions and foreclosures for 90 days 
following the end of the State of Emergency. 

 This does not relieve anyone of the responsibility to pay, but it does give renters some 
breathing room and allows them to focus on putting food on the table while it also avoids 
putting families and seniors on the street.  It also gives the City of Santa Rosa a little time to 
further analyze the impacts of these orders and figure out where the gaps are, so we can look at 
how best to meet local housing needs. 

 As your Vice Mayor, I’m also looking at ways to diminish housing financial stresses on 
working families, exploring and advocating for local rental assistance, as well as additional 
relief possibilities that are working their way through state and federal governments. 

Free Parking Meters: In an effort to encourage Santa Rosans to go downtown to pickup 
meals from restaurants, we have made parking meters free during this time. You can’t eat out, 
but you can get curbside takeout and delivery.  Let’s support our local restaurants. Editor note: 
A reminder that Mother’s Day is fast approaching on Sunday, May 10th. You might 
consider ordering and picking up a lovely meal for Mom and family! 

Santa Rosa Restaurants Open for Business:  If free parking meters aren’t enough to lure you 
downtown for curbside pickup, please call these great local restaurants below for delivery! We 
know servers and restaurants are hurting, but let’s do our best to make sure these restaurants 
stay in business until we get past this, and they can re-open.

(See above that 20 have now been 
placed.) After floating a plan to procure up to 450 
hotel rooms for homeless people, the county pivoted 
this month and put most of that money into outreach 
and sanitation services. By Tuesday, it had provided 
shelter to just 20 additional people since the 
shutdown went into effect March 18.”
