After earning her Masterôs from Stanford, Supervisor Hopkins and her husband Emmett moved to his 
childhood home in Sonoma County. The couple put down roots together by starting Foggy River Farm, a 
diversified organic farm, on the Hopkins family property. 
  

Supervisor Hopkins is a passionate advocate for data-driven climate policy, affordable housing, coastal access 
for all Californians, social justice, and early childhood education.  In addition to serving as a Supervisor and 
Director of the Sonoma County Water Agency, she serves on the Board of Sonoma Clean Power, the Northern 
Sonoma County Air Pollution Control District, the Russian River Watershed Association, and the North Coast

The local Healthcare For All Working Group is urging Sonoma County residents to sign 
the petition calling on Governor Newsom to move forward with a California bill to 
ensure Healthcare for All Californians.  

The petition notes that the US is alone among wealthy countries in not providing 
healthcare to every person as a human right.
